Geological and Geophysical Field Positions Available at Voisey’s Bay, Labrador 
 

The world renowned Voisey’s Bay project, owned and operated by Voisey’s Bay Nickel Company Ltd. (VBNC) is located in 
Labrador.  The magmatic Ni-Cu-Co sulphide deposits are hosted in Proterozoic mafic rocks of the Nain Plutonic Suite.  
Mining and milling operations are currently underway on the Ovoid deposit and exploration is continuing on and surrounding 
the Eastern Deeps, Discovery Hill, and Reid Brook deposits.   

 
Exploration and mining personnel work on rotation and are transported directly to and from the project by VBNC.  While at 
site, personnel reside at a 300-person permanent work camp equipped with many amenities including private rooms with 
satellite TV and internet connection, cafeteria, laundry facilities, gymnasium, squash court, cardio/weight rooms, and much 
more. 
 
 

Junior Geological Field Assistant (2 positions) 
 
Reporting to our Project Geologist these contract positions will be primarily responsible for assisting or conducting geological 
mapping, drill core logging, data entry, and sample preparation in a safe and professional manner. These position will be a four 
month duration, commencing in May, and located at our Voisey’s Bay Mine Site in Labrador. 
 
As the ideal candidate you will be enrolled in an Earth Sciences or Geography degree.  Previous exploration field work and 
knowledge of Excel and MapInfo is an asset but not a requirement. Current certification in Standard or Emergency First Aid is 
also an asset. 
 

Senior Geological Field Assistant or Junior Geologist (1 position) 
 

Reporting to our Project Geologist this contract position will be primarily responsible for planning and conducting geological 
mapping, drill core logging, sampling, data entry, and reporting in a safe and professional manor. This position will be for four 
to five month duration, commencing in early May.  You will be based primarily at our Voisey’s Bay Mine Site in Labrador, 
with some time in the St. John’s office. 

 
As the ideal candidate you will be enrolled in their final year or have completed an Earth Sciences (geology) degree.  Previous 
mapping and exploration field work, as well as a working knowledge of Word, Excel, and MapInfo is an asset. Current 
certification in Standard or Emergency First Aid is also an asset.   

 
Geophysical Technicians (2 positions) 

 
Reporting to the Senior on Site Geophysical Technicians these contract position will be integrated into our on-site geophysical 
crew, and will be required to work in a team environment to accomplish a wide variety of geophysical objectives.  These 
positions would be for four month duration, commencing in mid-May, and located at our Mine Site in Labrador.   
 
As the ideal candidate you will be enrolled in a university level geophysical program, with experience in data acquisition, GPS 
surveying, electronics, 2D and 3D geologic software (Datamine, GoCad, and/or Geosoft), and data interpretation.  Preference 
will be given to individuals with geophysical field experience, programming skills, and geologic interpretation skills.  
Individuals should exhibit strong leadership, communication and computer skills, and to be able to work in a safe and 
professional manner.
